INFORMATION AND INSTRUCTIONS

1. Pilots Licences are issued by the Gambia Civil Aviation Authority in accordance with the provisions of ICAO Annex 1 (Personnel Licencing), the GCAR and the Relevant Aeronautical Information Circulars.

2. FLYING EXPERIENCE

The flying experience requirements for the professional pilot’s licences are set out in the United Kingdom Publication CAP 54 which have been adopted for Convenience of the P1 (U/S) experience claimed in part A (ii), up to 100 hours, counted in full, is acceptable towards the PIC requirements for the ATPL. A further 400 hours, counted in full, may be used towards the overall total experience for the ATPL.

The flying experience claimed in part 3c (i) and (iii) of this form must total atleast 50 hours actual PIC when the application is for an Airline Transport Pilot’s Licence whilst that claimed in part 3c(iii) and (iv) must not total more than 100 hours.
